Coach’s Checklist

Keys to shed and locks

1. For each game you must have: 1. Player & Coach Passes; 2. Medical Waivers; 3. WYSL Lineup Form (filled out); 4. Game ball from home team; and 5. Be safe, both red and white jerseys
2. Check e-mail addresses and phone numbers for your team on both the MJSL (MJSL.org) registration and WYSL (WYSLsoccer.org) websites.  Notify Shelley and Matthew if incorrect.

3. The WYSL contacts are for game changes, time and/or field.  Very important.

4. Notify opposing team by Wednesday.  Don’t rely on a voice mail or leaving a message. Email all opposing team contacts on WYSL opposing team page
5. Check time, location, jersey colors, directions, parking, turf v. grass (cleat specs), and last minute contact numbers. 

6. Directions & schedules can be obtained from WYSL website (also game forms).

7. If jersey color conflicts, HOME team changes jersey color.  HOME team supplies game ball(s).  

8. MJSL home game team responsible for goal setup/removal, sandbags, and flag setup/removal. Bring key to shed!  This is the same key that unlocks the goals. After last game, Croce goals moved to side of treatment plant, face each other and locked.  Lanza goals removed from baseball field, including foul territory.  Sand bags and flags returned to shed.  First/last team field schedule TBD.
9. READ THE ATTACHED RULES. 
10. Upon rainout/TBS game, home team gives two dates for game.  If not timely, 3 weeks from start of season, visiting team provides two dates and becomes the home team.  
11. If no referee, teams must still play!  Each team supplies a volunteer for ½ the game.

12. No passes = no play.  
13. Player equipment check.  Must have proper uniform, cleats, shin guards, NO JEWELRY!

14. Do not abuse referees.  They are human and will make mistakes.  Hopefully the mistakes even out.  Fastest way to meet the Coaching Committee up close and personal.  Might even be red carded and ejected from game.  Most referees are kids.  

15. There is a Coach’s Comment form that can be submitted to rate referees (on WYSL website).  Complaints will be considered for rule infractions, but not judgment calls.

16. Remember it is your responsibility to get your passes back from the referee.  Make sure they are yours and not the opposing team!

17. Email scores of games on Sundays by 6 PM to Shelley at mjslregistrar@gmail.com. Try to send score right after game so not to forget.  Designate a coach or manager to send scores so there is no confusion.
18. Silent Sunday is October 3. Let the kids learn!  Coaches and parents must keep it on the low down. 
19. Sportsmanship awards based on behavior of coach, players, and parents.  Posted on WYSL website.  MJSL takes great pride in our sportsmanship.

20. Practices: you must have a copy of the field permits when practicing.  Rules for Harbor Island: If the “Fields Closed” sign is up, don’t play unless confirmed by Rec. that the fields are open.  Any question: phone # for Rec. during week 777-7784.  Phone # for police on weekend 777-1122.    Call number if there is any question.  Sometimes only certain fields will be closed.

21. Coaching should be mostly done at practices.  You want the kids to think for themselves and communicate between themselves.  They probably won’t hear you during game.

22. Parent meeting is important.  Emphasize communication and no abuse of referees!  

23. Players are registered for the year.  Starting in the Fall and ending the last game of Spring.  

24. Players and coaches with passes on one side of the field.  Parents and spectators on the other side.

25. For away and home games, you’ll need a volunteer for linesman (parent).  

Miscellaneous – Make-up game form.  include
· Do not call WYSL or let parents call.  Communication is only allowed between club officers and WYSL.  

· Do not reschedule a game for convenience, even if both sides agree.
· New player additions no later than Friday, Oct 2nd.  If this player is going to play on Oct. 4th contact Shelley sooner.
· Utilize goalie trainer (Memo), starting Saturday, Sept. 18th, and each Saturday thereafter:

· Tentative time: 10:30 – 12:00
· Trainers need to be approved beforehand.  Invoices submitted to MJSL treasurer. 
· Team expenses: pay yourself and get reimbursed OR get a check beforehand.  
· Keep track of your team $ balance.  All check requests and deposits need the MJSL form.  
· Polo shirts for coaches are available
